· Take a video of the gig (including bump in/out) and edit it to produce a watchable and therefore saleable copy of the concert to raise funds. If possible, consider a two-camera set-up.

Before the gig
· Find the best position in the venue to produce the best quality vision.

· Liaise with the sound technician. If you use a fixed camera you may be able to use sound from the sound-desk.

· Be familiar with the video camera. It should be good quality, as you need to produce a saleable quality recording.

During the gig
· Film the gig, including bump in and bump out.

After the gig
· Edit the recorded footage of the gig, wiping out nonsense footage, and fading in and out to ensure smooth continuity.

· Add titles (including date, time and venue of concert) at the start of the film.

· Add closing titles acknowledging performers and helpers.

· Give copyright credits as required.

· Submit the final edit to the MD for approval.

· Make copies for the number of orders and give them to the marketing and sales team by the deadline.

· Other
· Attend team meetings and make a contribution.

· Share information and ideas with others in ways that builds goodwill, trust and respect.
· Negotiate effectively to solve any problems.
· Get the job done by the deadline.
· Observe copyright and intellectual property.
· Ask for feedback on your work from other team members and make improvements in how you do your job.

Include a copy of the DVD in your portfolio.
