You’ll need a good understanding of how the lighting desk in the venue of the concert operates. During the gig you’ll be operating the lighting to give the performers the best lighting profile suited to their performance. You will also be responsible for the house lights.

Before the gig

· Check you know how to use everything you need in the lighting desk.

· Have a detailed running sheet and check you fully understand it. It should list:

· all lighting requirements for all performers 

· any lighting changes and cues for changes.

· Complete a pre-lighting check to ensure all lights are in the correct positions and working. 

· Replace any globes or colour swatches as needed.

· Check that your electrical loads are within safe limits.

During the dress rehearsal and the gig

· Follow your running sheet. 

· Make sure it has all the information you need to get your job right at the gig but is still easy to read.

· Add notes or change it so that it is accurate and accounts for any late changes.

· Operate the lighting desk during the concert as per the dress rehearsal, and compensate for any mishaps during the evening.

· Communicate with the backstage manager to ensure lights up/down run smoothly. (You will need to have some form of communication in place)

After the gig

· Ensure that all lighting equipment is turned off at the end of the concert.

· Report any faults, etc. to the Music Director and/or venue manager.

· Other
· Attend team meetings and make a contribution.

· Share information and ideas with others in ways that builds goodwill, trust and respect.
· Negotiate effectively to solve any problems.
· Get the job done by the deadline.
· Observe copyright and intellectual property.
· Ask for feedback on your work from other team members and make improvements in how you do your job.

Note: Do not do any electrical work that requires an electrician’s license.

Include in your portfolio:

· your detailed running sheet in your portfolio after the gig..

· any other work completed to fulfil the list

Hand this completed checklist to your Music Director by the time requested.
