· Get final designs approved.

· Produce a suitable program, flyer, program and ticket by their deadlines.

After the gig:

· Revise the details for the DVD cover after the gig in case any of them changed from the original plan.

· After the gig, print the DVD cover and insert it into DVD sleeve.

Other

· Attend team meetings and make a contribution.

· Share information and ideas with others in ways that builds goodwill, trust and respect.

· Negotiate effectively to solve any problems.

· Get the job done by the deadline.

· Observe copyright and intellectual property.

· Ask for feedback on your work from other team members and make improvements in how you do your job.

Include copies of the program, ticket, poster, DVD cover, and flyer in your portfolio.
